Then the disciples wept after this discourse, and Jesus was weeping, when they saw many who 
came to find him, for the chiefs of the priests took counsel among themselves to catch him in his 

talk. Wherefore they sent the Levites and some of the scribes to question him, saying: ‘Who art 
thou?’ Jesus confessed and said the truth: ‘I am not the Messiah’. They said: ‘Art thou Elijah or 
Jeremiah, or any of the ancient prophets?’ Jesus answered: ‘No.’ Then said they: ‘Who art thou? 
Say, in order that we may give testimony to those that sent us.’ Then said Jesus: ‘I am a voice that 

crieth though all Judea, and crieth: ‘Prepare ye the way for the messenger of the Lord,’ even as it is 
written in Isaiah.’ They said: ‘If thou be not the Messiah nor Elijah, or any Prophet, wherefore dost 
thou preach new doctrine, and make thyself of more account than the Messiah?’ Jesus answered: 
‘The miracles which God worketh by my hands show that I speak that which God willeth; nor 



  

indeed do I make myself to be accounted as him of whom you speak. For I am not worthy to 
unloose the ties of the hosen or the latchets of the shoes of the messenger of God whom ye call 

‘Messiah,’ who was made before me, and shall come after me, and shall bring the words of truth, so 
that his faith shall have no end.’ The Levites and scribes departed in confusion, and recounted all 

to the chiefs of the priests, who said: ‘He hath the devil on his back who recounteth all to him.’ 
Then said Jesus to his disciples: ‘Verily I say unto you, that the chiefs and the elders of our 

people seek occasion against me.’ Then said Peter: ‘Therefore go not thou anymore into 
Jerusalem.’ Therefore said Jesus unto him: ‘Thou art foolish, and knowest not what thou sayest, for 
it is necessary that I should suffer many persecutions, because so have suffered all the prophets and 
holy ones of God. But fear not, for there be that are with us and there be that are against us.’ And 
having said this, Jesus departed and went to the mount Tabor, and there ascended with him Peter 

and James and John his brother, with him who writeth this. Whereupon there shone a great light 
above him, and his garments became white like snow and his face glistened as the sun, and lo! 

There came Moses and Elijah speaking with Jesus concerning all that needs must come upon our 
race and upon the holy city. Peter spake, saying: ‘Lord, it is good to be here. Therefore, if thou wilt, 
we will make here three tabernacles, one for thee and one for Moses and the other for Elijah.’ And 

while he spake they were covered with a white cloud, and they heard a voice saying: 
‘Behold my servant, in whom I am well pleased; hear ye him.’ 

The disciples were filled with fear, and fell with their face upon the earth as dead. Jesus went down 
and raised up his disciples, saying: ‘fear not, for God loveth you, and hath done this in order that ye 

may believe on my words.’ 
 

Barnabas-43. 
Jesus went down to the eight disciples who were awaiting him below. And the four narrated to the 

eight all that they had seen: and so there departed that day from their heart all doubt of Jesus, 
save [from] Judas Iscariot, who believed naught. 

Jesus seated himself at the foot of the mountain, and they ate of the wild fruits, 
because they had not bread. Then said Andrew: 'Thou has told us many things of the Messiah, 

therefore of thy kindness tell us clearly all.' 
And in like manner the other disciples besought him. 

Accordingly Jesus said: 'Everyone that worketh worketh for an end in which he findeth satisfaction. 
Wherefore I say unto you that God, verily because he is perfect, hath not need of satisfaction, seeing 
that he hath satisfaction himself. And so, willing to work, he created before all things the soul of his 
messenger, for whom he determined to create the whole, in order that the creatures should find joy 

and blessedness in God, whence his messenger should take delight in all his creatures which he hath 
appointed to be his slaves. 

And wherefore is this so, save because thus he hath willed? 
'Verily I say unto you, that every prophet when he is come hath borne to one nation only the mark 
of the mercy of God. And so their words were not extended save to that people to which they were 
sent. But the messenger of God, when he shall come, God shall give to him as it were the seal of 
his hand, insomuch that he shall carry salvation and mercy to all the nations of the world that shall 

receive his doctrine. He shall come with power upon the ungodly, and shall destroy idolatry, 
insomuch that he shall make Satan confounded; for so promised God to Abraham, saying: "Behold, 

in thy seed I will bless all the tribes of the earth; 
and as thou hast broken in pieces the Idols, O Abraham, even so shall thy seed do."' 

James answered: 'O master, tell us in whom this promise was made; for the Jews say "in Isaac," and 
the Ishmaelites say "in Ishmael."' 

Jesus answered: 'David, whose son was he, and of what lineage?' 
James answered: 'Of Isaac; for Isaac was father of Jacob and Jacob was father of Judah, 



  

of whose lineage is David.' 
Then said Jesus: 'And the messenger of God when he shall come, 

of what lineage will he be:' 
The disciples answered: 'Of David.' 

Whereupon Jesus said: 'Ye deceive yourselves; for David in spirit calleth him lord, saying thus: 
"God said to my lord, sit thou on my right hand until I make thine enemies thy footstool. God shall 

send forth thy rod which shall have lordship in the midst of thine enemies? 
If the messenger of God whom ye call Messiah 

were son of David, how should David call him lord? 
Believe me, for verily I say to you, that the promise was made in Ishmael, not in Isaac.'

Then Allah's Messenger returned with the Inspiration and 
with his heart beating severely. Then he went to Khadija bint Khuwailid and said, 

"Cover me! Cover me!" They covered him till his fear was over and after that he told her everything 
that had happened and said, "I fear that something may happen to me." Khadija replied, "Never! By 
Allah, Allah will never disgrace you. You keep good relations with your Kith and kin, help the poor 

and the destitute, serve your guests generously and assist the deserving calamity-afflicted ones." 
Khadija then accompanied him to her cousin Waraqa bin Naufal bin Asad [??] bin `Abdul `Uzza, 
who, during the pre Islamic Period became a Christian and used to write the writing with Hebrew 
letters. He would write from the Gospel in Hebrew as much as Allah wished him to write. He was 
an old man and had lost his eyesight. Khadija said to Waraqa, "Listen to the story of your nephew, 
O my cousin!"  Waraqa asked, "O my nephew! What have you seen?" Allah's Messenger described 
whatever he had seen. Waraqa said,  "This is the same one who keeps the secrets (angel Gabriel) 

whom Allah had sent to Moses. I wish I were young and could live up to the time when your people 
would turn you out." Allah's Messenger asked, "Will they drive me out?" Waraqa replied in the 

affirmative and said, "Anyone (man) who came with something similar to what you have brought 
was treated with hostility; and if I should remain Alive till the day when you will be turned out then 

I would support you strongly." But after a few days Waraqa died and the Divine Inspiration was 
also paused for a while. Narrated Jabir bin `Abdullah Al-Ansari while talking about the period of 

pause in revelation reporting the speech of the Prophet "While I was walking, all of a sudden I heard 
a voice from the sky. I looked up and saw the same angel who had visited me at the cave of Hira' 
sitting on a chair between the sky and the earth. I got afraid of him and came back home and said, 

'Wrap me (in blankets).' And then Allah revealed the following Holy Verses (of Qur'an): 'O you (i.e. 
Muhammad)! wrapped up in garments!' Arise and warn (the people against Allah's  Punishment),... 

up to 'and desert the idols.' (74.1-5) 
After this the revelation started coming strongly, frequently and regularly."

Bk 1, Number 0383: 

Anas b. Malik said: The Messenger of Allah (may peace be upon him) said: 
I would be the first intercessor in the Paradise 

and no Messenger amongst the messengers has been testified (by 
such a large number of people) as I have been testified. And 

verily there would be an messenger among the messengers who would 
be testified to by only one man from his people. 

Bk 1, Number 0388: 
Amr b. Abu Sufyan reported: Abu Huraira said to Ka'b al-Ahbar that the messenger of Allah (may 
peace be upon him) had said: For every messenger there Is a (special) prayer by which he would 

pray (to his Lord). I, however, intend (if Allah so willed) 
that I would reserve my prayer for the intercession of my Ummah on the Day of Resurrection. Ka'b 
said to Abu Huraira: Did you hear this from the Messenger of Allah (may peace be upon him)? Abu 

Huraira said: Yes. 
Bk 1, Number 0389: 

Abu Huraira said: The Prophet of Allah (may peace be upon him) said: 
There is for every messenger a prayer which is granted, 

but every prophet showed haste in his prayer. I have, however, 
reserved my prayer for the intercession of my Ummah on the Day of Resurrection, 

and it would be granted, if Allah so willed, in case of everyone amongst my Ummah 
provided he dies without associating anything with Allah. 

 
 
 

Bk 1, Number 0378: 
Abu Huraira reported: Meat was one day brought to the 

Messenger of Allah (may peace be upon him) and a foreleg was offered to him, 
a part which he liked. He sliced with his 

teeth a piece out of it and said: I shall be the leader of 
mankind on the Day of Resurrection. Do you know why? Allah 



  

would gather in one plain the earlier and the later (of the 
human race) on the Day of Resurrection. Then the voice of the 

proclaimer would be heard by all of them and the eyesight 
would penetrate through all of them and the sun would come

Don't you see 
in what (trouble) we are? Don't you see what (misfortune) has overtaken us? He would say: Verily, 
my Lord is angry today as He had never been angry before, and would never be angry afterwards. 
There had emanated a curse from me with which I cursed my people. I am concerned with only 

myself, I am concerned only with myself; you better go to 
Ibrahim (peace be upon him). They would go to Ibrahim and say: Thou art the messenger of Allah 

and His Friend amongst the inhabitants of the earth; intercede for us with thy Lord. 
Don't you see in which (trouble) we are? Don't you see what 
(misfortune) has overtaken us? Ibrahim would say to them: 
Verily, my Lord is today angry as He had never been angry 
before and would never be angry afterwards. and (Ibrahim) 
would mention his lies (and then say): I am concerned only 

You better go to 
someone else: go to Moses. They would come to Moses (peace be upon him) and say: O Moses, 

thou art Allah's messenger, Allah blessed thee with His messengership and His conversation 
amongst people.

Moses would say: Verily. my Lord is angry as He had 
never been angry before and would never be angry afterwards. I, in fact, killed a person whom I had 
not been ordered to kill. I am concerned with myself, I am concerned with myself. You better go to 

Jesus (peace be upon him). They would come to Jesus and would say: O Jesus, thou art the 
messenger of Allah and thou conversed with people in the cradle, (thou art) His Word which He 

sent down upon Mary. and (thou art) the Spirit from Him; so intercede for us with thy Lord. Don't 
you see (the trouble) in which we are? Don't you see (the misfortune) that has overtaken us? Jesus 
(peace be upon him) would say: Verily, my Lord is angry today as He had never been angry before 
or would ever be angry afterwards. He mentioned no sin of his. (He simply said: ) I am concerned 
with myself, I am concerned with myself; you go to someone else: better go to Muhammad (may 
peace be upon him). They would come to me and say: O Muhammad, thou art the messenger of 

Allah and the last of the messengers. Allah has pardoned thee all thy previous and later sins. 
Intercede for us with thy Lord; don't you see in which (trouble) we are? Don't you see what 

(misfortune) has overtaken us? I shall then set off and come below the Throne and fall down 
prostrate before my Lord; then Allah would reveal to me and inspire me with some of His Praises 

and Glorifications which He had not revealed to anyone before me. He would then say: 



  

Muhammad, raise thy head; ask and it would be granted; intercede and intercession would be 
accepted I would then raise my head and say: O my Lord, my people, my people. It would be said: 

O Muhammad, bring in by the right gate of Paradise those of your people who would have no 
account to render. They would share with the people some other door besides this door. The Holy 
Prophet then said: By Him in Whose Hand is the life of Muhammad, verily the distance between 

two door leaves of the Paradise is as great as between Mecca and Hajar, 
or as between Mecca and Busra 

 
Bk 1, Number 0373: 

Anas b Malik reported: The Messenger of Allah (may peace be 
upon him) said: Allah would gather people on the Day of 

Resurrection and they would be concerned about it, and Ibn Ubaid said. 
They would get a Divine inspiration about it, and would say: 

If we could seek intercession with our Lord, we may be relieved from this predicament of ours. He 
(the Holy Prophet) said: They would come to Adam and say, Thou art Adam, the father of mankind. 

Allah created thee with His own hand and breathed unto thee of His Spirit and commanded the 
angels and they prostrated before thee. So intercede for us with thy Lord, that He may relieve us 

from this position of ours. He would say: I am not in a position to do this, and would recall his error,

Allah. He (the Holy Prophet) said: So they would come to Noah (peace be upon him). He would 
say: I am not in a position to do that for you, and recall his fault which he had committed, and 

would fight shy of his Lord on account of that, (and would say): You’d better go to Ibrahim (peace 
be upon him) whom Allah took for a friend. They would come to Ibrahim (peace be upon him) and 

he would say: I am not in a position to do that for you, and would recall his fault that he had 
committed and would, therefore, fight shy of his Lord on that account (and would say): You’d better 

go to Moses (peace be upon him) with whom Allah conversed and confered Torah upon him. He 
(the Holy Prophet) said: So they would come to Moses (peace be upon him) He would say: I am not 

in a position to do that for you, and would recall his fault that he had committed and  would fight 
shy of his Lord on account of that (and would say): You better go to Jesus, the Spirit of Allah and 
His word he would say: I am not in a position to do that for you; you’d better go to Muhammad 

(may peace be upon him), a servant whose former and later sins have been forgiven. He (the 
narrator) said: The Messenger or Allah (may peace be upon him) observed: So they would come to 
me and I would ask the permission of my Lord and it would be granted to me, and when I would 
see Him, I would fall down in prostration, and He (Allah) would leave me thus as long as He 
would wish, and then it would be said: O Muhammad, raise your head, say and you would be 

heard; ask and it would be granted; intercede and intercession would be accepted. Then I would 
raise my head and extol my Lord with the praise which my Lord would teach me. 

I shall then intercede, 
but a limit would be set for me I would bring them out from the Fire and make them enter Paradise 
(according to the limit). I shall return then and fall down in prostration and Allah would leave me 
(in that position) as long as He would wish to leave me it would be said: Rise, O Muhammad, say 

and you would be heard; ask and it would be conferred; intercede and intercession would be 
granted. I would raise my head and extrol my Lord with praise that He would teach me. I would 
then intercede and a limit would be set for me. I would bring them out of the Fire (of Hell) and 

make them enter Paradise. He (the narrator) said: I do not remember whether he (the Holy Prophet) 
said at the third time or at the fourth time: O my Lord, none has been left in the Fire, but those 

restrained by the Holy Qur'an, i e. those who were eternally doomed. Ibn Ubaid said in a narration: 
Qatada observed: whose everlasting stay was imperative".

Narrated Sahl bin Sa`d: I heard the Prophet saying, "I am your predecessor at the Lake-Fount 
(Kauthar), and whoever will come to it, will drink from it, and whoever will drink from it, will 

never become thirsty after that. There will come to me some people whom I know and they know 
me, and then a barrier will be set up between me and them." Abu Sa`id Al-Khudri added that the 
Prophet further said: "I will say those people are from me. It will be said, 'You do not know what 

changes and new things they did after you.' Then I will say, 'Far removed (from mercy), 
far removed(from mercy), those who changed (the religion) after me! " 

Narrated Abu Sa`id Al-Khudri: Allah's Messenger said, "When the people of Paradise have entered 
Paradise, and the people of the Fire have entered the Fire, Allah will say. 'Take out (of the Fire) 
whoever has got faith equal to a mustard seed in his heart.' They will come out, and by that time 
they would have burnt and became like coal, and then they will be thrown into the river of Al-
Hayyat (life) and they will spring up just as a seed grows on the bank of a rainwater stream." 
The Prophet said, "Don't you see that the germinating seed comes out yellow and twisted?"

or stays in the land where he was born." They (the companions of the Prophet) said

On their faces are their marks, (being) the traces of their prostration. 

This is their similitude in the Torah; 
and their similitude in the Gospel is: like a seed which sends forth its blade, 
then makes it strong; it then becomes thick, and it stands on its own stem, 

(filling) the sowers with wonder and delight. 
As a result, it fills the disbelievers with rage at them.

And so their words were not extended save to that people to which they were 
sent. But the messenger of God, when he shall come, God shall give to him as it were the seal of 
his hand, insomuch that he shall carry salvation and mercy to all the nations of the world that shall 

receive his doctrine. He shall come with power upon the ungodly, and shall destroy idolatry, 
insomuch that he shall make Satan confounded; for so promised God to Abraham, saying: "Behold, 

in thy seed I will bless all the tribes of the earth; and as thou hast broken in pieces the Idols, 
O Abraham, even so shall thy seed do.”’ 

 
….This day have I perfected your religion for you, completed My favour upon you,

man, and a man’s heart was given to it. {7:5} And behold another beast, a second, like to a bear, 
and it raised up itself on one side, and [it had] three ribs in the mouth of it between the teeth of it: 

and they said thus unto it, Arise, devour much flesh. {7:6} After this I beheld, and lo another, like a 
leopard, which had upon the back of it four wings of a fowl; the beast had also four heads; and 

dominion was given to it. {7:7} After this I saw in the night visions, 
and behold a fourth beast, dreadful and terrible and strong exceedingly; and it had great iron 
teeth: it devoured and brake in pieces, and stamped the residue with the feet of it: and it [was] 

diverse from all the beasts that [were before it; and it had ten horns. {7:8} I considered the horns, 
and, behold, there came up among them another little horn, before whom there were three of the 
first horns plucked up by the roots: and, behold, in this horn [were] eyes like the eyes of man, 

and a mouth speaking great things. 
{7:9} I beheld till the thrones were cast down, and the Ancient of days did sit, whose garment [was] 

white as snow, and the hair of his head like the pure wool: his throne [was like] the fiery flame, 
[and] his wheels [as] burning fire. {7:10} A fiery stream issued and came forth from before him: 

thousand thousands ministered unto him, and ten thousand times ten thousand stood before him: the 
judgment was set, and the books were opened. {7:11} I beheld then because of the voice of the great 

words which the horn spake: I beheld [even] till the beast was slain, and his body destroyed, and 
given to the burning flame. {7:12} As concerning the rest of the beasts, they had their dominion 

taken away: yet their lives were prolonged for a season and time. {7:13} I saw in the night visions, 
and, behold, [one] like the Son of man came with the clouds of heaven, and came to the Ancient of 
days, and they brought him near before him. {7:14} And there was given him dominion, and glory, 

and a kingdom, that all people, nations, and languages, should serve him: his dominion [is] an 
everlasting dominion, which shall not pass away, and his kingdom [that] which shall not be 

destroyed. {7:15} I Daniel was grieved in my spirit in the midst of [my] body, and the visions of my 
head troubled me. {7:16} I came near unto one of them that stood by, and asked him the truth of all 

this. So he told me, and made me know the interpretation of the things. 
{7:17} These great beasts, which are four, [are] four kings, 

[which] shall arise out of the earth. 
{7:18} But the saints of the most High shall take 

the kingdom, and possess the kingdom for ever, even for 
ever and ever. {7:19} Then I would know the truth of the 

fourth beast, which was diverse from all the others, 
exceeding dreadful, whose teeth [were of] iron, and his nails [of] brass; 

[which] devoured, brake in pieces, and stamped the residue with his feet; 
 



  

{7:20} And of the ten horns that [were] in his head, 
and [of] the other which came up, and before whom three fell; even [of] that horn that had eyes, 

and a mouth that spake very great things, whose look [was] more stout than his fellows. 
{7:21} I beheld, and the same horn made war with the saints, and prevailed against them; 

{7:22} Until the Ancient of days came, and judgment was 
given to the saints of the most High; and the time came that 
the saints possessed the kingdom. {7:23} Thus he said, The 

fourth beast shall be the fourth kingdom upon earth, which 
shall be diverse from all kingdoms, and shall devour the 

whole earth, and shall tread it down, and break it in pieces. 
{7:24} And the ten horns out of this kingdom [are] ten 

kings [that] shall arise: and another shall rise after them; 
and he shall be diverse from the first, and he shall subdue three kings. 

{7:25} And he shall speak [great] words against the most High, and shall wear out the saints of 
the most High, and think to change times and laws: and they shall be given into his hand until 

a time and times and the dividing of time. 
{7:26} But the judgment shall sit, and they shall take away 
his dominion, to consume and to destroy [it] unto the end. 

{7:27} And the kingdom and dominion, 
and the greatness of the kingdom under the whole heaven, shall be given to 

the people of the saints of the most High, whose kingdom [is] an everlasting kingdom, and all 
dominions shall serve and obey him. {7:28} Hitherto [is] the end of the matter. 

As for me Daniel, my cogitations much troubled me, and my countenance changed in me: but I kept 
the matter in my heart.  {8:1} In the third year of the reign of king Belshazzar a vision  appeared 

unto me, [even unto] me Daniel, after that which appeared unto me at the first. {8:2} And I saw in a 
vision; and it came to pass, when I saw, that I [was] at Shushan [in] the palace, which [is] in the 

province of Elam; and I saw in a vision, and I was by the river of Ulai. {8:3} Then I lifted up mine 
eyes, and saw, and, behold, there stood before the river a ram which had [two] horns: and the [two] 
horns [were] high; but one [was] higher than the other, and the higher came up last. {8:4} I saw the 
ram pushing westward, and northward, and southward; so that no beasts might stand before him, 
neither [was there any] that could deliver out of his hand; but he did according to his will, and 

became great. {8:5} And as I was considering, behold, an he goat came from the west on the face of 
the whole earth, and touched not the ground: and the goat [had] a notable horn between his eyes. 

{8:6} And he came to the ram that had [two] horns, which I had seen standing before the river, and 
ran unto him in the fury of his power. {8:7} And I saw him come close unto the ram, and he was 
moved with choler against him, and smote the ram, and brake his two horns: and there was no 

power in the ram to stand before him, but he cast him down to the ground, and stamped upon him: 
and there was none that could deliver the ram out of his hand. {8:8} Therefore the he goat waxed 

very great: and when he was strong, the great horn was broken; and for it came up four notable ones 
toward the four winds of heaven. {8:9} And out of one of them came forth a little horn, which 
waxed exceeding great, toward the south, and toward the east, and toward the pleasant [land. 

]{8:10} And it waxed great, [even] to the host of heaven; and it cast down [some] of the host and of 
the stars to the ground, and stamped upon them. {8:11} Yea, he magnified [himself] even to the 

prince of the host, and by him the daily [sacrifice] was taken away, and the place of his sanctuary 
was cast down. {8:12} And an host was given [him] against the daily [sacrifice] by reason of 

transgression, and it cast down the truth to the ground; and it practised, and prospered. {8:13} Then 
I heard one saint speaking, and another saint said unto that certain [saint] which spake, How long 
[shall be] the vision [concerning] the daily [sacrifice,] and the transgression of desolation, to give 
both the sanctuary and the host to be trodden under foot? {8:14} And he said unto me, Unto two 



  

thousand and three  hundred days;  then shall the sanctuary be cleansed. {8:15} And it came to pass, 
when I, [even] I Daniel, had seen the vision, and sought for the meaning, 

then, behold, there stood before me as the appearance of a man. 
{8:16} And I heard a man’s voice between [the banks of] Ulai, which called, and said, 

Gabriel, make this [man] to understand the vision. {8:17} So he came near where I stood: 
and when he came, I was afraid, and fell upon my face: but he said unto me, 
Understand, O son of man:  for at the time of the end [shall be] the vision. 

{8:18} Now as he was speaking with me, I was in a deep sleep on my face toward the ground: but 
he touched me, and set me upright. {8:19} And he said, Behold, I will make thee know what shall 
be in the last end of the indignation: for at the time appointed the end [shall be. ]{8:20} The ram 
which thou sawest having [two] horns [are] the kings of Media and Persia. {8:21} And the rough 

goat [is] the king of Grecia: and the great horn that [is] between his eyes [is] the first king. 
{8:22} Now that being broken, whereas four stood up 

for it, four kingdoms shall stand up out of the nation, but not 
in his power. {8:23} And in the latter time of their kingdom, 
when the transgressors are come to the full, a king of fierce 
countenance, and understanding dark sentences, shall stand 

up. {8:24} And his power shall be mighty, but not by his 
own power: and he shall destroy wonderfully, and shall 

prosper, and practise, and shall destroy the mighty and the 
holy people. {8:25} And through his policy also he shall 
cause craft to prosper in his hand; and he shall magnify 

[himself] in his heart, and by peace shall destroy many: he 
shall also stand up against the Prince of princes; but he shall 

be broken without hand. 
 

Ezekiel 
{38:1} And the word of the LORD came unto me, saying, 

{38:2} Son of man, set thy face against Gog, of the land of Magog, 
the chief prince of Meshech and Tubal, And prophesy against him, 

{38:3} And say, Thus saith the Lord GOD; 
Behold I [am] against thee, O Gog, the chief prince of Meshech and Tubal: 

{38:4} And I will turn thee back, and put hooks into thy jaws, 
and I will bring thee forth, and all thine army, 

horses and horsemen, all of them clothed with all sorts [of armour, even] a great company 
[with] bucklers and shields, all of them handling swords: 

….{38:15} 
And thou shalt come from thy place out of the north parts, thou, and many people with thee, 

 
 

Isaiah 
{54:16} Behold, I have created 

the smith that bloweth the coals in the fire, and that bringeth 
forth an instrument for his work; and I have created the waster to destroy. 

{54:17} No weapon that is formed against thee shall prosper; and every tongue [that] shall rise 
against thee in judgment thou shalt condemn. This [is] the heritage of the servants of the LORD,

The Cave

[they are] brass and iron; they [are] all corrupters. {6:29} 
The bellows are burned, the lead is consumed of the fire;

{1:1} The word of the LORD that came to Joel the son of  Pethuel. 

{1:2} Hear this, ye old men, and give ear, all ye inhabitants of the land. 
Hath this been in your days, or even in the days of your fathers? 

{1:3} Tell ye your children of it, and [let] your children [tell] their children, and their children 
another generation. {1:4} That which the palmerworm hath left hath the locust eaten; and that which 

the locust hath left hath the cankerworm eaten;  and that which the cankerworm hath left hath the 
caterpiller eaten.  {1:5} Awake, ye drunkards, and weep; and howl, all ye drinkers of wine,  because 

of the new wine; for it is cut off from your mouth. 
{1:6} For a nation is come up upon my 

land, strong, and without number, whose teeth [are] the 
teeth of a lion, and he hath the cheek teeth of a great lion. 

{1:7} He hath laid my vine waste, and barked my fig tree: he hath made it clean bare, and cast [it] 
away; the branches thereof are made white. {1:8} Lament like a virgin girded with sackcloth for the 
husband of her youth.  {1:9} The meat offering and the drink offering  is cut off from the house of 

the LORD; the priests, the LORD’S ministers, mourn. {1:10} The field is wasted, the land 
mourneth; for the corn is wasted: the new wine is dried up, the oil languisheth. {1:11} Be ye 

ashamed, O ye husbandmen; howl, O ye vinedressers, for the wheat and for the barley; because the 
harvest of the field is perished. {1:12} The vine is dried up, and the fig tree languisheth; the 
pomegranate tree, the palm tree also, and the apple tree, [even] all the trees of the field, are 

withered: because joy is withered away from the sons of men. {1:13} Gird yourselves, and lament, 
ye priests: howl, ye ministers of the altar: come, lie all night in sackcloth, ye ministers of my God: 

for the meat offering and the drink offering is withholden from the house of your God. {1:14} 
Sanctify ye a fast, call a solemn assembly, gather the elders [and] all the inhabitants of the land 

[into] the house of the LORD your God, and cry unto the LORD, {1:15} Alas for the day! for the 
day of the LORD [is] at hand, and as a destruction from the Almighty shall it come. {1:16} Is not 
the meat cut off before our eyes, [yea,] joy and gladness from the house of our God? {1:17} The 

seed is rotten under their clods, the garners are laid desolate, the barns are broken down; for the corn 
is withered. {1:18} How do the beasts groan! the herds of cattle are perplexed, because they have no 
pasture; yea, the flocks of sheep are made desolate. {1:19} O LORD, to thee will I cry: for the fire 
hath devoured the pastures of the wilderness, and the flame hath burned all the trees of the field. 
{1:20} The beasts of the field cry also unto thee: for the rivers of waters are dried up, and the fire 
hath devoured the pastures of the wilderness. {2:1} Blow ye the trumpet in Zion, and sound an 
alarm in my holy mountain: let all the inhabitants of the land tremble: for the day of the LORD 

cometh, for [it is] nigh at hand; {2:2} A day of darkness and of gloominess, a day of clouds and of 
thick darkness, as the morning spread upon the mountains: a great people and a strong; there hath 
not been ever the like, neither shall be any more after it, [even] to the years of many generations. 
{2:3} A fire devoureth before them; and behind them a flame burneth:  the land [is] as the garden 
of Eden before them, and behind them a desolate wilderness; yea, and nothing shall escape them. 
{2:4} The appearance of them [is] as the appearance of horses; and as horsemen, so shall they run. 

{2:5} Like the noise of chariots on the tops of mountains shall they leap, like the noise of a flame of 
fire that devoureth the stubble, as a strong people set in battle array. {2:6} Before their face the 

people shall be much pained: all faces shall gather blackness. {2:7} They shall run like mighty men; 
they shall climb the wall like men of war; and they shall march every one on his ways, and they 

shall not break their ranks: {2:8} Neither shall one thrust another; they shall walk every one in his 
path: and [when] they fall upon the sword, they shall not be wounded. {2:9} They shall run to and 
fro in the city; they shall run upon the wall, they shall climb up upon the houses; they shall enter in 
at the windows like a thief. {2:10} The earth shall quake before them; the heavens shall tremble: the 
sun and the moon shall be dark, and the stars shall withdraw their shining: {2:11} And the LORD 



  

shall utter his voice before his army: for his camp [is] very great: for [he is] strong that executeth his 
word: for the day of the LORD [is] great and very terrible; and who can abide it? {2:12} Therefore 

also now, saith the LORD, turn ye [even] to me with all your heart, and with fasting, and with 
weeping, and with mourning: {2:13} And rend your heart, and not your garments, and turn unto the 

LORD your God: for he [is] gracious and merciful, slow to anger, and of great kindness,  and 
repenteth him of the evil. {2:14} Who knoweth  [if] he will return and repent,  and leave a blessing 
behind him;  [even] a meat offering and a drink offering unto the LORD your God? {2:15} Blow the 

trumpet in Zion, sanctify a fast, call a solemn assembly: {2:16} Gather the people, sanctify the 
congregation, assemble the elders, gather the children, and those that suck the breasts: let the 
bridegroom go forth of his chamber, and the bride out of her closet. {2:17} Let the priests, the 

ministers of the LORD, weep between the porch and the altar, and let them say, Spare thy people, 
O LORD, and give not thine heritage to reproach, that the heathen should rule over them: 

wherefore should they say among the people, Where [is] their God? {2:18} Then will the LORD 
be jealous for his land, and pity his people. {2:19} Yea, the LORD will answer and sayunto his 

people, Behold, I will send you corn, and wine and oil, and ye shall be satisfied therewith: and I will 
no more make you a reproach among the heathen: {2:20} 
But I will remove far off from you the northern [army,] 

and will drive him into a land barren and desolate, 
with his face toward the east sea, and his hinder part toward the utmost sea, 

and his stink shall come up, and his ill savour shall come up, 
because he hath done great things. 

{2:21} Fear not, O land; be glad and rejoice: for the LORD will do great things. {2:22} Be not 
afraid, ye beasts of the field: for the pastures of the wilderness do spring, for the tree beareth her 

fruit, the fig tree and the vine do yield their strength.  {2:23} Be glad then, ye children of Zion, and 
rejoice in the LORD your God: for He hath given you the former rain moderately, and he will 
cause to come down for you the rain,  the former rain, and the latter rain in the first [month. ] 
{2:24} And the floors shall be full of wheat, and the fats shall overflow with wine and oil. {2:25} 
And I will restore to you the years that the locust hath eaten, the cankerworm, and the caterpiller,  
and the palmerworm, my great army which I sent among you.  {2:26} And ye shall eat in plenty, 
and be satisfied, and praise the name of the LORD your God, that hath dealt wondrously with you: 
and my people shall never be ashamed. {2:27} And ye shall know that I [am] in the midst of Israel, 
and [that] I [am] the LORD your God, and none else: and my people shall never be ashamed. {2:28} 
And it shall come to pass afterward, [that] I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons 
and your daughters  shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall see 

visions: {2:29} And also upon the servants and upon the handmaids in those days will I pour out 
my spirit. {2:30} And I will shew wonders in the heavens and in the earth, blood, and fire, and 
pillars of smoke. {2:31} The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood,  before 

the great and the terrible day of the LORD come.  {2:32} And it shall come to pass, [that] 
whosoever shall call on the name of the LORD shall be delivered: for in mount Zion and in 

Jerusalem shall be deliverance, as the LORD hath said, and in the remnant whom the LORD shall 
call. {3:1} For, behold, in those days, and in that time, when I shall bring again the captivity of 

Judah and Jerusalem, {3:2} I will also gather all nations, and will bring them down into the valley 
of Jehoshaphat, and will plead with them there for my people and [for] my heritage Israel, whom 
they have scattered among the nations, and parted my land. {3:3} And they have cast lots for my 
people; and have given a boy for an harlot, and sold a girl for wine, that they might drink. {3:4} 
Yea, and what have ye to do with me, O Tyre, and Zidon, and all the coasts of Palestine? will ye 

render me a recompence? and if ye recompense me, swiftly [and] speedily will I return your 
recompence upon your own head;{3:5} Because ye have taken my silver and my gold,  and have 
carried into your temples my goodly pleasant things: {3:6} The children also of Judah and the 



  

children of Jerusalem have ye sold unto the Grecians, that ye might remove them far from their 
border. {3:7} Behold, I will raise them out of the place whither ye have sold them, and will return 
your recompence upon your own head: {3:8} And I will sell your sons and your daughters into the 
hand of the children of Judah, and they shall sell them to the Sabeans, to a people far off: for the 

LORD hath spoken [it.]{3:9} Proclaim ye this among the Gentiles; Prepare war, wake up the 
mighty men, let all the men of war draw near; let them come up: {3:10} Beat your plowshares into 

swords, and your pruninghooks into spears: let the weak say, I [am] strong. {3:11} Assemble 
yourselves, and come, all ye heathen, and gather yourselves together round about: thither cause thy 

mighty ones to come down, O LORD. {3:12} Let the heathen be wakened, and come up to the 
valley of Jehoshaphat: for there will I sit to judge all the heathen round about.  {3:13} Put ye in the 

sickle, for the harvest is ripe: come, get you down;  for the press is full, the fats overflow; for their 
wickedness [is] great.  {3:14}Multitudes, multitudes in the valley of decision: for the day of the 

LORD [is] near in the valley of decision. {3:15} The sun and the moon shall be darkened, and the 
stars shall withdraw their shining. {3:16} The LORD also shall roar out of Zion, and utter his voice 
from Jerusalem; and the heavens and the earth shall shake: but the LORD [will be] the hope of his 
people, and the strength of the children of Israel. {3:17} So shall ye know that I [am] the LORD 
your God dwelling in Zion, my holy mountain: then shall Jerusalem be holy, and there shall no 

strangers pass through her any more. {3:18} And it shall come to pass in that day, [that] the 
mountains shall drop down new wine, and the hills shall flow with milk, and all the rivers of Judah 
shall flow with waters,  and a fountain shall come forth of the house of the LORD, and shall water 
the valley of Shittim.  {3:19} Egypt shall be a desolation, and Edom shall be a desolate wilderness, 
for the violence [against] the children of Judah, because they have shed innocent blood in their land. 

{3:20} But Judah shall dwell for ever, and Jerusalem from generation to generation. {3:21} For I 
will cleanse their blood [that] I have not cleansed: for the LORD dwelleth in Zion 

 
Isaiah 

{59:19} So shall they fear the name of the LORD from the west, and his glory from the rising of the 
sun. When the enemy shall come in like a flood, the Spirit of the LORD shall lift up a standard 

against him.{59:20} And the Redeemer shall come to Zion, 
and unto them that turn from transgression in Jacob, saith the LORD. 

{59:21} As for me, this [is] my covenant with them, saith the LORD; My spirit that [is] upon thee, 
and my words which I have put in thy mouth, shall not depart out of thy mouth, 

nor out of the mouth of thy seed, nor out of the mouth of thy seed’s seed, saith the LORD, 
from henceforth and for ever. 

 
Romans 

{11:25} For I would not, brethren, that ye should be ignorant of this mystery, lest ye should be wise 
in your own conceits; that blindness in part is happened to Israel, 

until the fulness of the Gentiles be come in. 
{11:26} And so all Israel shall be saved: as it is written, There shall come out of Sion the Deliverer, 

and shall turn away ungodliness from Jacob: 
{11:27} For this [is] my covenant unto them, when I shall take away their sins. 

{11:28} As concerning the gospel, [they are] enemies for your sakes: but as touching the election, 
[they are] beloved for the fathers’ sakes. {11:29} For the gifts and calling of God [are] without 

repentance. {11:30} For as ye in times past have not believed God, yet have now obtained mercy 
through their unbelief: {11:31} Even so have these also now not believed, 

that through your mercy they also may obtain mercy. {11:32} 
For God hath concluded them all in unbelief, that he might have mercy upon all. 



  

Matthew 
{24:3} And as he sat upon the mount of Olives, the disciples came unto him privately, saying, 

Tell us, when shall these things be? and what [shall be] the sign of thy coming, and of the end of 
the world? {24:4} And Jesus answered and said unto them, Take heed that no man deceive you. 

{24:5} For many shall come in my name saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many. {24:6} And 
ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars: see that ye be not troubled: for all [these things] must 

come to pass, but the end is not yet. {24:7} 
For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom: and there shall be famines, 

and pestilences, and earthquakes, in divers places. {24:8} All these [are] the beginning of 
sorrows. {24:9} Then shall they deliver you up to be afflicted, and shall kill you: 

and ye shall be hated of all nations for my name’s sake 
. {24:10} And then shall many be offended, and shall betray one another, and shall hate one 

another. {24:11} And many false prophets shall rise, and shall deceive many. {24:12} And because 
iniquity shall abound, the love of many shall wax cold. {24:13} But he that shall endure unto the 
end, the same shall be saved. {24:14} And this gospel of th kingdom shall be preached in all the 

world for a witness unto all nations; and then shall the end come. {24:15} When ye therefore shall 
see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in the holy place, (whoso 
readeth, let him understand:) {24:16} Then let them which be in Judaea flee into the mountains: 

{24:17} Let him which is on the housetop not come down to take any thing out of his house: 
{24:18} Neither let him which is in the field return back to take his clothes. {24:19} And woe unto 
them that are with child, and to them that give suck in those days! {24:20} But pray ye that your 

flight be not in the winter, neither on the sabbath day: {24:21} For then shall be great tribulation, 
such as was not since the beginning of the world to this time, no, nor ever shall be. {24:22} And 
except those days should be shortened, there should no flesh be saved: but for the elect’s sake those 
days shall be shortened. {24:23} Then if any man shall say unto you, Lo, here [is] Christ, or there; 
believe [it] not. {24:24} For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall shew great 
signs and wonders; insomuch that, if [it were] possible, they shall deceive the very elect. {24:25} 

Behold, I have told you before. {24:26} Wherefore if they shall say unto you, Behold, [he is] in the 
desert; go not forth: behold, he is in the secret chambers; believe [it] not. {24:27} For as the 

lightning cometh out of the east, and shineth even unto the west; so shall also the coming of the Son 
of man be. {24:28} For  wheresoever the carcase is, there will the eagles be gathered together. 

{24:29} Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon 
shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall 
be shaken: {24:30} And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all 

the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with 
power and great glory. {24:31} And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and 

they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other. 
{24:32} Now learn a parable of the fig tree; When his branch is yet tender, and putteth forth leaves, 
ye know that summer is nigh: {24:33} So likewise ye, when ye shall see all these things, know that 
it is near, [even] at the doors. {24:34} Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass, till all 
these things be fulfilled. {24:35} Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass 
away. {24:36} But of that day and hour knoweth no [man,] no, not the angels of heaven, but my

The Microchip and the Mark of the Beast 

Dr. Carl W. Sanders is an electronics engineer, inventor, author and consultant to various 
government organizations as well as IBM, General Electric, Honeywell and Teledyne. He 

is also a winner of the Presidents and Governors Award for Design Excellence. "Thirty two 
years of my life was spent in design engineering and electronics designing microchips in 

the Bio-Med field. In 1968 I became involved, almost by accident, in a research and 
development project in regard to a spinal bypass for a young lady who had severed her 
spine. They were looking at possibly being able to connect motor nerves etc. It was a 
project we were all excited about. There were 100 people involved and I was senior 

engineer in charge of the project. This project culminated in the microchip that we talk 
about now, a - microchip that I believe is going to be the positive identification and mark of 
the beast. This microchip is recharged by body temperature changes. Obviously you can't 

go in and have your battery changed every so often, so the microchip has a recharging 
circuit that charges based upon the body temperature changes. Over one and a half 

million dollars was spent finding out that the two places in the body that the 
temperature changes the most rapidly are in the for ehead (primary position), right 
below the hairline, and the back of the hand (alter native position). Working on the 
microchip, we had no idea about it ever being an identification chip. We looked at it as 

being a very humanitarian thing to do. We were all excited about what we were doing. We 
were doing high-level integration for the very first time. This team was made up of people 
out of San Jose, people from Motorola, General Electric, Boston Medical Center - it was 
quite a group of people. My responsibility had to do with the design of the chip itself, not 
the medical side of if. As the chip came to evolve, there came a time in the project when 

they said that the financial return on bypassing severed spines is not a very lucrative thing 
for us to be into, so we really need to look at some other areas. We noticed that the 

frequency of the chip had a great effect upon behavior and so we began to branch off and 
look possibly at behavior modification. The project almost turned into electronic 

acupuncture because what they ended up with was embedding the microchip to put out a 
signal which effected certain areas. They were able to determine that you could cause 
behavioral change. One of the projects was called the Phoenix project which had to do 
with Vietnam veterans. We had a chip that was called the Rambo chip. This chip would 

actually cause extra adrenaline flow. I wonder how many of you know that if you can stop 
the output of the pituitary gland (the signal from the pituitary gland that causes estrogen 
flow), you can put a person into instant menopause and there is no conception. This was 
tested in India and other different parts of the world. So here you have got a birth control 

tool, based on a microchip. Microchips can also be used for migraine headaches, behavior 
modification, upper/downer, sexual stimulant and sexual depressant. This is nothing more 



  

that electronic acupuncture, folks. There are 250,000 components in the microchip, 
including a tiny lithium battery. I fought them over using lithium as a battery source but 

NASA was doing alot with lithium at that time and it was the going thing. I had talked to a 
doctor at the Boston Medical Center about what that concentration of lithium in the body 
could do if the chip broke down. He said that you would get a boil or grievous sore.  (My 
note, Ever hear anyone use the word GRIEVOUS??? Che ck out this coincidence, 

NOT. Revelation 16:2 And the first went, and poured  out his vial upon the earth; and 
there fell a noisome and grievous sore upon the men  which had the mark of the 

beast, and upon them which worshipped his image.)  

As the development moved along, I left the project and came back as a consultant several 
times. I was used in many meetings as an expert witness in regard to the uses of the 

microchip. I was in one meeting where it was discussed. How can you control a people if 
you can`t identify them ?" All of a sudden the idea came: "Lets make them aware of lost 
children, etc." This was discussed in meetings almost like people were cattle. The CIA 

came up with an idea of putting pictures of lost ch ildren on milk cartons.  Since the 
chip is now accepted, you don`t see the pictures anymore, do you. It's served it's purpose 
As we developed this microchip, as the identification chip became the focal point, there 
were several things that were wanted. They wanted a name, an image (picture of your 
face), Social security number with the international digits on it, finger print identification, 

physical description, family history, address, occupation, income tax information and 
criminal record I've been in 17 "one world" meetings where this has been discussed, 

meetings in Brussels, Luxembourg, tying together the finances of the world Just recently in 
the newspapers they`ve talked about the Health Care Program, the "Womb to Tomb" 

identification! A positive identification. There are bills before congress right now that will 
allow them to inject a microchip in your child at the time of birth for identification purposes. 

The president of the United States of America, under the "Emigration of Control Act of 
1986", Section 100 , has the authority to deem whatever type of identification is necessary 
whether it be an invisible tattoo or electronic media under the skin. So I think you have to 
look at the facts, folks: this is not coming as some big shock. The paving has been done

From an Oct. 11, 1993 "The Washington Times" article entitled, "High-tech national tattoo", 
by Martin Anderson: "...there is an identification system made by the Hughes Aircraft 
Company that you can't lose. It's the syringe implantable transponder. According to 
promotional literature it is an "ingenious, safe, inexpensive, foolproof and permanent 

method of   identification using radio waves A tiny microchip, the size of a grain of rice, is 
simply placed under the skin. It is so designed as to be injected simultaneously with a 
vaccination or alone." (My note, never get stamped, or take any kind of sh ot or IV in 

your right hand, EVER!! ) How does it work? Well, the "chip contains a 10 character 
alphanumeric identification code that is never duplicated. When a scanner is passed over 

the chip, the scanner emits a 'beep' and your number flashes in the scanner's digital 
display." True, an implanted transponder can't yet hold anywhere near as much material 
as a smart card. But if the desire is there, larger size implants and tiny microchips could 



  

soon increase its storage capacity. Of course, most Americans will find a surgically 
implanted government microchip repugnant.

Sahih Muslim Bk 41, Number 7015: 
An-Nawwas b. Sam'an reported that Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) made a mention 
of the Dajjal (anti-Christ) one day in the morning. He sometimes described him to be insignificant 
and sometimes described (his turmoil) as very significant and we felt) as if he were in the cluster of 

the date-palm trees. When we went to him (to the Holy Prophet) in the evening 
And he read (the signs of fear) in our faces, he said: What is the matter with you? We said: Allah's 

Messenger, you made a mention of the Dajjal in the morning (sometimes describing him) to be 
insignificant and sometimes very important, until we began to think as if he were present in some 
(near) part of the cluster of the datpalm trees. Thereupon he said: I harbour fear in regard to you in 
so many other things besides the Dajjal. If he comes forth while I am among you, I shall contend 

with him on your behalf, but if he comes forth while I am not amongst you, a man must contend on

(which is generally) between the archer and his target. He would then call (that young man) 

and he will come forward laughing with his face gleaming (with happiness) 
and it would at this very time that Allah would send 

Christ, son of Mary, and he will descend at the white minaret in the eastern side of Damscus 
wearing two garments lightly dyed with saffron 

and placing his hands on the wings of two Angels. When he would lower his head, there would fall 
beads of perspiration from his head, and when he would raise it up, beads like pearls would scatter 
from it. Every non-believer who would smell the odour of his self would die and his breath would 
reach as far as he would be able to see (Isaiah 11:4, Rev19:11-15). He would then search for him 

(Dajjal) until he would catch hold of him at the gate of Ludd and would kill him. 
Then a people whom Allah had protected would come to Jesus, son of Mary, 

and he would wipe their faces and would inform them of their ranks in Paradise 
and it would be under such conditions that Allah 

would reveal to Jesus these words: I have brought forth from 
amongst My servants such people against whom none would be able to fight; 

you take these people safely to The Mount, and then Allah would send Gog and Magog 
and they would swarm down from every slope. 

The first of them would pass the lake of Tiberia and drink out of it. 
And when the last of them would pass, he would say: There was once water there. 

Jesus and his companions would then be besieged here (at Tur, and they would be so much hard 
pressed) that the head of the ox would be dearer to them than one hundred dinars 

and Allah's Messenger, Jesus, and his companions would supplicate Allah, 
Who would send to them insects (which would attack their necks) and in 

the morning they would perish like one single person. Allah's 
Apostle, Jesus, and his companions would then come down to the earth and they would not find in 

the earth as much space as a single span which is not filled with their putrefaction and stench. 
Allah'sMessenger, Jesus, and his companions would then again beseech Allah, 

Who would send birds whose necks would be like those of bactrin camels 
and they would carry them and throw them where God would will. 

Then Allah would send rain which no house of clay or (the tent of) camels' hairs would keep out 
and it would wash away the earth until it could appear to be a mirror. Then the earth would be told 
to bring forth its fruit and restore its blessing and, as a result thereof, there would grow (such a big) 
pomegranate that a group of persons would be able to eat that, and seek shelter under its skin and 
milch cow would give so much milk that a whole party would be able to drink it. And the milch 

camel would give such (a large quantity of) milk that the whole tribe would be able to drink out of 
that and the milch sheep would give so much milk that the whole family would be able to drink out 
of that and at that time Allah would send a pleasant wind which would soothe (people) even under 

their armpits, and would take the life of every Muslim and only the wicked would survive who 
would commit adultery like asses and the Last Hour would come to them.

for it." The Prophet added, "Woe to you!" (or said), "May 
Allah be merciful to you! Do not become infidels after me 

(i.e. my death) by cutting the necks (throats) of one another." 
 



  

Sahih Muslim Bk 41, Number 7015: 
He (Dajjal) would be a young man with twisted, contracted hair, and a blind eye. 

I compare him to 'Abd-ul-'Uzza the son of Qatan(in appearance). He who amongst you would 
survive to see him should recite over him the opening verses of Sura Kahf (the Cave-18). 
He would appear on the way between Syria and Iraq and would spread mischief right and left. 

O servants of Allah! adhere (to the path of Truth). 
 

Umm Sharik reported: I heard Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) as saying: The people 
would run away from the Dajjal seeking shelter in the mountains. 

She said: Where would be the Arabs then in that day? 
He said: They would be small in number. 

 
Sahih Muslim: Bk 41, Number 6943: 

Ibn Fudail reported on the authority of his father that he 
heard Salim b. 'Abdullah b. 'Umar as saying: O people of Iraq, 
how strange it is that you ask about the minor sins but commit 

major sins? I heard from my father 'Abdullah b. 'Umar, 
narrating that he heard Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon 

him) as saying while pointing his hand towards the east: 
Verily. the turmoil would come from this side, from where 

appear the horns of Satan and you would strike the necks of 
one another; and Moses killed a person from among the people 

of Pharaoh unintentionally and Allah, the Exalted and 
Glorious, said:" You killed a person but We relieved you from 

the grief and tried you with (many a) trial" (xx. 40). Ahmad 
b. Umar reported this hadith from Salim, but he did not make a 

mention of the words:" I heard". 
 

6.230: 
Narrated Anas bin Malik: Allah's Messenger used to invoke thus: 

"O Allah! I seek refuge with You from miserliness, laziness; 
from old geriatric age the punishment in the grave; from the 

affliction of Ad-Dajjal; and from the afflictions of life and death. 
 

7.789: 
Narrated `Abdullah bin `Umar: Allah's Messenger said, "Today I 

saw myself in a dream near the Ka`ba. 
I saw a whitish brown man, 

the handsomest of all brown men you might ever see. 
He had the most beautiful Limma (hair hanging down to the 
earlobes) you might ever see. He had combed it and it was 

dripping water; and he was performing the Tawaf around the 
Ka`ba leaning on two men or on the shoulders of two men. 

I asked,"Who is this? 
" It was said. "Messiah, the son of Mary." 

Suddenly I saw a curly-haired man, blind in the right eye 
which looked like a protruding out grape. I asked, "Who is 

this?" It was said, "He is Masiah Ad-Dajjal." 
 



  

Bk. 92: Holding Fast to the Qur'an and Sunnah Sahih Bukhari: Hadith 9.390: 
Narrated Asma' bint Abu Bakr: I came to `Aisha during the 

solar eclipse. The people were standing (offering prayer) andshe too, was standing and  offering 
prayer. I asked, "What is wrong with the people?" She pointed towards the sky with her hand and 
said, Subhan Allah!'' I asked her, "Is there a sign?" She nodded with her head meaning, yes. When 

Allah's Messenger finished (the prayer), he glorified and praised Allah and said, "There is not 
anything that I have not seen before but I have seen now at this place of mine, even Paradise and 

Hell. It has been revealed to me that you people will be put to trial nearly like the trial of Ad-Dajjal, 
in your graves. As for the true believer or a Muslim (the sub-narrator is not sure as to which of the 
two (words Asma' had said) he will say, 'Muhammad came with clear signs from Allah, and we 

responded to him (accepted his teachings) and believed (what he said)' It will be said (to him) 'Sleep 
in peace; we have known that you were a true believer who believed with certainty.' As for a 

hypocrite or a doubtful person, (the sub-narrator is not sure as to which word Asma' said) he will 
say, 'I do not know, but I heard the people saying something and so I said the same.' " 

 
Sahih MuslimBk 1,  Number 0323: 

It is narrated on the authority of 'Abdullah b. Umar that the 
Messenger of Allah (may peace be upon him) said: 

I found myself one night near the Ka'bah, 
and I saw a man with wheat complexion 

amongst the fair-complexioned men that you ever saw. 
He had a lock of hair the most beautiful of the locks that you ever saw. 

He had combed it. Water was trickling out of them. 
He was leaning on two men, or on the shoulders of two men, 

and he was circumscribing the Ka'bah. 
I asked, What is he? It was said: He is al-Masih son of Mary. 

Then I saw another person, stout and having too much curly hair, 
And blind in his right eye as if it was a full swollen grape. 
I asked Who is he? It was said: He is al-Masih al-Dajjal. 

 
Bk 1, Number 0324: 

It is narrated on the authority of 'Abdulldh b. Umar that 
One day the Messenger of Allah (may peace be upon him) mentioned in the presence of people 

about al-Masih al-Dajjal. He said: 
Verily Allah (hallowed be He and High) is not blind of one eye. 

Behold, but the Masih al-Dajjal is blind of right eye as if his eye is like a swollen grape, 
and the Messenger of Allah(may peace be upon him) said: 

I was shown in a dream in the night that near the Ka'bah there was a man fair-complexioned, 
fine amongst the white-complexioned men that you ever saw, 

his locks of hair were falling on his shoulders. He was a man whose hair were neither too curly nor 
too straight, and water trickled down from his head. 

He was placing his hands on the shoulders of two persons 
and amidst them was making a circuit around the Ka'bah. I said: Who is he? 

They replied: Al-Masih son of Mary. 
And I saw behind him a man with intensely curly hair, blind of right eye. 

Amongst the persons I have ever seen Ibn Qatan has the greatest resemblance with him. 
He was making a circuit around the Ka'bah 

by placing both his hands on the shoulders of two persons. 
I said: Who is he? They said; It is al-Masih al-Dajjal (The Anti-Christ). 



  

 
Bk 41, Number 6931: 

Hudhaifa b. Usaid Ghifari reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) 
came to us all of a sudden as we were (busy in a discussion). 

He said: What do you discuss about? They (the Companions) said. 
We are discussing about the Last Hour. Thereupon he said: 

It will not cone until you see ten signs before and (in this connection) he made a mention of 
The smoke, Dajjal, the Beast, the Rising of the sun from the west, 

the descent of Jesus son of Mary (Allah be pleased with him), 
the Gog and Magog, and land-slidings in three places, one in 

the east, one in the west and one in Arabia at the end of 
which fire would burn forth from the Yemen, and would drive 

people to the place of their assembly. 
 

1.86: 
Narrated Asma': 

I came to `Aisha while she was praying, and said to her, 
"What has happened to the people?" She pointed out towards the sky. 

(I looked towards the mosque), and saw the people offering the prayer. Aisha said, "Subhan Allah." 
I said to her, "Is there a sign?" She nodded with her head meaning, "Yes." 

I, too, then stood (for the prayer of eclipse) till I became (nearly) 
unconscious and later on I poured water on my head. 

After the prayer, the Prophet praised and glorified Allah and then said, 
"Just now at this place I have seen what I have never seen before, including Paradise and Hell. 

No doubt it has been inspired to me that you will be put to trials in your graves 
and these trials will be like the trials of Masih-ad-Dajjal 

or nearly like it (the sub narrator is not sure which expression Asma' used). 
You will be asked, 

'What do you know about this man (the Prophet Muhammad)?' 
Then the faithful believer  (or Asma' said a similar word) will reply, 

'He is Muhammad Allah's Messenger who had come to us with clear evidences and guidance 
and so we accepted his teachings and followed him. And he is 
Muhammad.' And he will repeat it thrice. Then the angels will 
say to him, 'Sleep in peace as we have come to know that you 
were a faithful believer.' On the other hand, a hypocrite or a 
doubtful person will reply, 'I do not know, but I heard the 

people saying something and so I said it.' (the same). " 
 

Deuteronomy
